


Saint Estéphe
Montrose, Saint Estéphe $2,332/case of 12 ($194.33/bottle) Compare at $2,388 from MacArthur

Tony Foreman declares that 2009 Montrose is “a complete wine, and totally First Growth quality. It is massive, super-impressive, and one of the most robust selections.”

(98-100%) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “1989 and 1990 deja vu all over again? If you think the 2003 Montrose (which merited 100 points)
was powerful (13.2% alcohol), keep in mind that the 2009 Montrose came in at 13.7% alcohol. There is no sense of hotness, only extraordinary transparency and
precision, allied to massive fruit intensity. A blend of 65% Cabernet Sauvignon, 29% Merlot, and the rest Cabernet Franc and Petit Verdot, this super-concentrated
claret possesses a style reminiscent of the sumptuous 1990 combined with the structure of the 1989. The color is an opaque purple, the pH is a relatively normal
3.7, and the finish is endless. The flavor profile bursts with black currant, blackberry, and boysenberry fruit intertwined with hints of spring flowers and crushed
rocks. Huge body, sweet tannin, & wonderful freshness make for one of the all-time great wines ever produced at Montrose. | hope to be drinking this wine with
great pleasure before the Man comes for me. Kudos to Jean-Bernard Delmas.”

Les Pagodes de Cos, Saint Estéephe $726/case of 12 ($60.50/bottle)

Tony recommends 2009 Pagodes de Cos because it is “a quarter of the price of their first wine while coming close to its level of complexity.
Pagodes carries Cos’s same minerality but not its level of tannins. You can start to drink this robust wine in as little as 5 years.”

(91-94%) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “The 2009 Les Pagodes de Cos is also a remarkable offering. Composed of 69% Cabernet Sauvignon,
30% Merlot, and 1% Petit Verdot, it tips the scales at 14.5% alcohol, and is better than most Cos d’Estournel vintages produced in the 1950s, 1960s, and 1970s.
Itis a full-bodied, opulently concentrated wine of amazing richness, density, and intensity. As with the grand vin, the harvest began on September 26 & finished
on October 10. This wine possesses this vintage’s classic characteristics of enormous power, massive fruit, and extraordinary freshness and precision

— largely unprecedented, particularly for Cabernet-based wines in the Medoc.”

Pauillac
Grand-Puy-Lacoste, Pauillac $960/case of 12 ($80.00/bottle)
“A classical and powerful offering that needs cellar time. Very cedary with vertical black fruit, it smells like old-school Latour,” Tony describes.

(91-93%) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “l was surprised that this wine was not more concentrated given the overall character of the vintage,
and | would rate it behind the 2005, 2000, 1990, and 1982. Nevertheless, it boasts this estate’s classic creme de cassis character as well as a soft, round, medium
to full-bodied mouthfeel, pure fruit, and silky tannins, but not the weight, depth, or profound concentration of the top 2009 Pauillacs. Still, this cuvee will be
approachable young, & should evolve easily for two decades.”

Moulis

Poujeaux, Moulis $358/case of 12 ($29.83/bottle)
Compare at $372 from The Wine Source

Tony recommends Poujeaux for offering “a lot of bang for the buck. This is a rich, punchy & very minerally wine. In 5-10 years it will show well with lots of power & a big mineral stamp.”

(90-93%) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “The Cuvelier family that has done so much to resurrect Clos Fourtet purchased this estate that had long
been the pride and joy of the Theil family. A large vineyard, and certainly the finest wine of the somewhat forgotten appellation of Moulis, the yields in 2009 were
40 hectoliters per hectare, and the wine is a blend of 50% Cabernet Sauvignon, 40% Merlot, and the rest Cabernet Franc and Petit Verdot. Soft, fleshy, and opulent,
with lots of black currant and black cherry fruit intermixed with hints of cedar and spice box, and an enticing texture result in a wine to drink now and over the
next 10-12 years. It is a sleeper of the vintage.”

Margaux
Lascombes, Margaux $1,189/case of 12 ($99.08/bottle)

(94-96+) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “Midnight o0il? Dense black purple to the rim, the 2009 Lascombes has enormous concentration,
with loads of graphite, blackberry, and blueberry notes as well as hints of pen ink and truffle. The wine is super-intense, full-bodied, fleshy, and rich. This is
another wine that will compete with the 2005, which is certainly the best Lascombes | have ever tasted.”

D’Issan, Margaux $793/case of 12 ($66.08/bottle)

(93-95) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “Following the lustrous 2000 and 2005, the 2009 is another terrific effort from proprietor Enmanuel
Cruse. Tiny yields of 18 hectoliters per hectare, 13.7% natural alcohol, and a blend of 62% Cabernet Sauvignon and 38% Merlot have resulted in a wine boasting
stunning minerality along with notes of flowers, blueberries, and black currants. Full-bodied with silky tannin, a tremendous opulence, and levels of density and
richness never before seen at this estate, this brilliant d’Issan should age for three decades or more.”

Durfort-Vivens, Margaux $507/case of 12 ($42.25/bottle)

Tony recommends this selection, saying that the 2009 is “a big comeback for this estate, which has a spectacular site. Better than their 2005, 2009 is the first really top-notch
wine from Durfort-Vivens. It is feminine and focused with aromas and flavors of violets, black currants, and cassis. | think Parker’s being conservative with his 87-89+ rating
because of the estate’s unimpressive track record.”

(87-89+) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “Normally the proprietor at this estate refuses to let me taste, so | was surprised when he did so
this year. The 2009 Durfort Vivens is an attractive, soft, velvety-textured wine revealing a hint of tapenade intermixed with black currant and blackberry
fruit. Medium-bodied and elegant with the silkiness and precision that make this vintage so alluring, it should drink well for 15-20 years.”




Pessac-Léognan
Pape Clément Rouge, Pessac-Léognan $1,845/case of 12 ($153.75/bottle)

(95-97+) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “A blend of 50% Cabernet Sauvignon, 45% Merlot, and 5% Cabernet Franc, the 2009 Pape Clement

is not as dense or provocative as the 2005, but it is a worthy competitor. Tighter and more muscular than the 2005, the 2009 reveals an opaque purple color along
with notes of graphite, blueberries, and blackberries, stunning richness, a full-bodied mouthfeel, and tremendous length and intensity. Some patience will be
required, and | do not believe this effort will achieve the near perfection of the 2005, but it is another winner in this extraordinary vintage. Yields were 43
hectoliters per hectare, and the wine finished around 13.5% alcohol.”

Domaine de Chevalier Blanc, Pessac-Léognan $1,189/case of 12 ($99.08/bottle)

Tony describes Chevalier Blanc as being “both opulent and firm. This wine offers rich, waxy fruit with good length.
It is more floral than you expect from Bordeaux, with a charming note reminiscent of apricot blossoms.”

Robert Parker thinks highly of this wine, too, scoring it (96-98) points in The Wine Advocate #188.

Domaine de Chevalier Rouge, Pessac-Léognan $911/case of 12 ($75.92/bottle)

(94-96*) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “The finest wine | have tasted from this estate in my 30+ year career, the 2009 (64% Cabernet Sauvi-
gnon, 30% Merlot, and 6% Petit Verdot) from this hallowed vineyard in Leognan was cropped at 45 hectoliters per hectare and came in at 13% alcohol. It reveals
an extraordinary, intense, pure, quintessential Domaine de Chevalier style, including silky tannin, dense plum, black currant, black cherry, floral, and graphite
notes, terrific acidity, sweet tannin, and a full-bodied mouthfeel with no weight, but admirable precision and freshness. Consultant Stephane Derenoncourt

has coaxed out all the elegance and complexity at this great site. A future legend in the making, this could be the best Domaine de Chevalier produced over

the last half century. It should drink well for 35-40 years.”

Pomerol
La Fleur de Bouiard “Le Plus”, Lalande de Pomerol $1,644 /case of 12 ($137/bottle)

(95-98) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “From a 5-acre parcel cropped at 20 hectoliters per hectare, the 2009 La Plus La Fleur de Bouard (400-500
cases of 100% Merlot) boasts an inky/blue/purple color as well as a gorgeous nose of incense, graphite, blueberries, blackberries, ink, and spring flowers, awesome
concentration, and sweet tannins. This is an enormously endowed, multi-layered effort of extraordinary intensity and length. It is a reference point for what can be
achieved by a wine visionary in an appellation with little prestige. It should drink well for 20-25 years.”

Le Gay, Pomerol $1,417/case of 12 ($118.08/bottle)

2009 Le Gay “is spectacular,” Tony remarks. “It has power, while maintaining beautiful balance, expression, and minerality.
This wine possesses a charming perfume in the mouth and Pomerol’s characteristic iron mineral without being monolithic.”

(91-93) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “Yields of 25 hectoliters per hectare were extremely low, and the final blend of 90% Merlot and 10%
Cabernet Franc achieved 13.5% natural alcohol. A dark ruby (but not opaque) color is followed by aromas of sweet raspberries and black currants with dusty,
earthy, loamy soil notes in the background. The wine is medium to full-bodied and rich, but much lighter and less intense than | expected given the vintage
conditions.”

La Fleur de Bouird, Lalande de Pomerol $411/case of 12 ($34.25/bottle) Compare at $414 from The Wine Source
“As typical for La Fleur de Board, the 2009 is broad, showy, and forward-drinking.” -Tony

(91-93) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “The 2009 La Fleur de Bouard (made from yields of 45 hectoliters per hectare; 13.5% alcohol)
is a Merlot-based wine with brilliant purity, abundant black cherry, plum, and boysenberry fruit, extraordinary density, decent acids, and high tannins.
This full-bodied, concentrated, impressively endowed 2009 should age nicely for 10-15 years. At a recent tasting of the 2000 vintage, | was reminded of
how great this estate’s luxury cuvee can be. It was off the charts in terms of richness and personality.”

Saint Emilion
Beauséjour-Duffau-Lagarrosse, Saint Emilion Grand Cru $1,856/case of 12 ($154.67/bottle)

(96-98%) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “Unquestionably the greatest Beausejour-Duffau since the 1990, this property has made a strong
comeback under the brilliant management of Nicolas Thienpont and Stephane Derenoncourt. One of St.-Emilion’s greatest terroirs, it has underperformed in most
vintages, although it generally produces very interesting wines because of its location and old vines. The 2009 is a whopper. A blend of 77% Merlot, 19% Cabernet
Franc, and 4% Cabernet Sauvignon, with 14.8% natural alcohol, there is no hint of its aging in 100% new oak barrels given the extraordinary concentration and
texture of the fruit. An inky/purple color is accompanied by a sumptuous bouquet of spring flowers, black truffles, wet rocks, blackberries, and black currants.

The wine builds incrementally in the mouth with an ethereal lightness and precision that is unexpected in view of its massive concentration, power, and intensity.
One of the vintage’s most compelling efforts, it should evolve for 30-40 years. Bravo!”




Canon, Saint Emilion Grand Cru $1,767/case of 12 ($147.25/bottle)

“By far, this is the best | have ever tasted from Canon,” Tony says. “It offers first class perfume and length, good ripeness, and pretty fruit expression without being hot. Canon’s quality
site is a spectacular terroir.”

(93-95) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “This is the best Canon since 1982, and it is possibly capable of eclipsing that legendary vintage. It has
taken a while for the proprietors, the Wertheimer brothers (the owners of Chanel and the Margaux estate Rauzan-Segla) to get Canon back to its former glory.
Yields in 2009 were 35 hectoliters per hectare, and the harvest occurred between September 28 and October 5. The blend is 75% Merlot and 25% Cabernet Franc,
with a natural alcohol level of 14%. Dense ruby/purple and full-bodied, with terrific blueberry and raspberry fruit intermixed with spring flower garden scents, with
extraordinary density, purity, and a multi-layered texture, this is a prodigious Canon with sweet tannins and lots of viscosity. It should drink well for 30 or more
years. Bravo!”

Pavie-Macquin, Saint Emilion Grand Cru $987/case of 12 ($82.25/bottle)
“Pavie-Macquin is a massive wine with big, rich material and firm structure. With better acidity than other 2009%, it will age for a long time.” -Tony

(94-96+) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “Yields here were 30 hectoliters per hectare, and the final blend 85% Merlot, 11% Cabernet Franc, and
the rest Cabernet Sauvignon. The dynamic duo of Stephane Derenoncourt and Nicolas Thienpont produced nearly 4,000 cases of wine from this terroir, which
has been promoted to a first growth in the St.-Emilion hierarchy. The 15% natural alcohol is rather shocking, because it is not the least bit noticeable. The wine is
inky purple-colored, with loads of viscosity, an unctuous texture, and an enormous nose of charcoal, graphite, blackberry liqueur, and forest floor in a full-bodied,
seamlessly constructed style. At the same time, the impression is one of a very unevolved, backward wine that has even more weight to put on and more nuances
to reveal. | think this is one wine where the “plus” in the numerical rating will be very revealing. Forget it for 5-7 years and drink it over the next 30-40 years.”

Clos Dubreuil, Saint Emilion Grand Cru $941/case of 12 ($78.42/bottle)

(93-95) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “One of my favorite garagiste operations, Clos Dubreuil fashioned an unctuously-textured 2009 filled
with black cherry, ripe raspberry, and blackberry fruit interwoven with crushed rock, smoke, and graphite characteristics. Full-bodied with tremendous density and
opulence as well as attention getting levels of texture, richness, and length, this superb St.-Emilion can be enjoyed during its first 12-15 years of life.

La Fleur Morange, Saint Emilion Grand Cru $836/case of 12 ($69.67/bottle)
Tony insists that “this is the most impressive wine on this list that you have never heard of.” It is more forward-drinking than most other selections.

(92-94) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “The 2009 La Fleur Morange Mathilde is bottled early in order to emphasize the fruit character of the
vineyard. With 14.5% alcohol, it is an exuberant, pure, hedonistic pleasure bomb filled with fruit and glycerin. Medium to full-bodied with no hard edges, it was
fashioned from 100% Merlot from 50+-year old vines.”

La Gomerie, Saint Emilion Grand Cru $732/case of 12 ($61.00/bottle)

(90-93) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “This estate had hail damage in mid-May, and yields were dramatically lower. One-hundred percent
Merlot with 15% natural alcohol, there are more rustic tannins in this wine than normally, as this is usually a silky sexpot of a wine, voluptuous and opulent. This
is certainly deep and rich, but it is a bit leaner and more austere than usual. The wine is full-bodied, powerful, but | do have a few lingering reservations about the
type of tannins in the wine.”

Monbousquet, Saint Emilion Grand Cru $550/case of 12 ($45.83/bottle)

(92-94) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “One of the most satisfying and popular wines among wine consumers in all of Bordeaux is Monbous-
quet, and even though it is not the best terroir, what Gerard and Chantal Perse have done with this property, which used to make wines that tasted like vegetal,
watered-down Beaujolais, is remarkable. Yields in 2009 were 28 hectoliters per hectare, and the final blend of 70% Merlot, 20% Cabernet Franc, and 10% Cabernet
Sauvignon (the traditional blend here) tips the scales at 14.2% alcohol. Absolutely no new oak is showing, which is unusual for this wine, but that tells you how
concentrated and textured the fruit is in this vintage. Dense ruby/purple to the rim, with plenty of exotic black fruits, jammy red fruits, some truffle, roasted herbs,
and incense, the wine is full-bodied, luscious, exuberant, and opulent. It will be impossible to resist in its youth. This wine should drink well for 10-15 or more years,
given the fact that a recently tasted 2000 was still an adolescent.”

Rol Valentin, Saint Emilion Grand Cru $474 /case of 12 ($39.50/bottle)

Tony notes that 2009 Rol Valentin “reminded me of many of the really good 2001°s; | believe it will turn out like a lot of those wines.
The quality of this wine's tannins are fine, sweet, and quite abundant. Rol Valentin is an elegant, balanced, and detailed selection; it is not a bruiser. “




Pierre de Lune, Saint Emilion Grand Cru $459/case of 12 ($38.25/bottle)

(92-94) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “I love this wine, which is made by the regisseur Tony Ballu of Clos Fourtet. You would have to have head
your head buried in the gravel and limestone of St.-Emilion not to know that Clos Fourtet has been one of the superstars of the appellation for nearly a decade
now. This blend of 90% Merlot and 10% Cabernet Sauvignon (only 300 cases) was crafted from 34 hectoliters per hectare and had surprisingly modest alcohol for
a St.-Emilion, 13.5%. Its terrific dense purple color to the rim offers up notes of wet rocks, blueberry, blackberry, spring flowers, and hints of charcoal and barrique.
Opulent, even voluptuously textured, with terrific mouth-coating glycerin and an almost skyscraper-like texture, this is a seamless, beautifully rich, yet elegant
(because of the freshness) style of St.-Emilion that should drink well for 10-15 years. It won’t make old bones”

La Réserve de Louis, Saint Emilion Grand Cru $339/case of 12 ($28.25/bottle)

(89-91) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: "A few consumers may be lucky enough to come across a bottle or two of Chateau Louis- special cuvee
0f 2009 La Reserve de Louis (only 100 cases produced). A bulked up version of the regular cuvee, it was made from 100% Merlot and saw more new oak. | did not
like it any better than the Chateau Louis.”

Cotes de Castillon
Clos Les Lunelles, Cotes de Castillon $360/case of 12 ($30.00/bottle) Compare at $368 from The Wine Source

(92-94) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “This 20+-acre vineyard, acquired by Gerard and Chantal Perse in 2001, is planted on a clay and lime-
stone plateau. The 2009, a blend of 80% Merlot and the rest Cabernet Sauvignon and Cabernet Franc, was cropped at 22 hectoliters per hectare, and possesses
14.2% alcohol. One of the top wines of the Cotes de Castillon, it boasts an inky/purple color as well as tremendous opulence, body, purity, and density, plenty
of sweet boysenberry and blackberry fruit, noticeable, but subdued wood, full body, and an unctuous texture. It should drink well for 12-15+ years.”

Cotes de Bordeaux
Le Doyenné, Cotes de Bordeaux $144/case of 12 ($12.00/bottle)
Both fat and silky, Le Doyenne is a beautiful wine with crunchy red fruit” -Tony

(88-89) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “Made from tiny yields of 18 hectoliters per hectare, this blend of 85% Merlot, 10% Cabernet Sauvignon,
and 5% Cabernet Franc (13.5% alcohol) offers scents of berry fruit, dusty, loamy soil, cedar, and spice box along with a tannic structure. The wine builds
incrementally on the palate, and comes close to being outstanding with its purity and balanced, but intense, fruit. Enjoy it over the next 5-6 years.”

Sauternes
Fargues, Sauternes $1,771/case of 12 ($147.58/bottle)

“2009 is the best Sauternes vintage in 40-50 years.” Tony points out that “Fargues comes from Yquem’s vineyard
but is one-fifth of the price and will drink about 30 years sooner. This bottling will start showing well in 6-8 years.”

(95-97) points — Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate # 188: “The nose is rather taciturn at first, unfurling
with tantalizing slowness: clear honey, pear, orange-blossom and apricot. Wonderful definition. The palate is not as powerful as others, but there is a
tangible sense of minerality underlying the honeyed fruit, very focused and endowed with breathtaking definition and tension towards the vibrant finish.”
